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Virginia Pretrial Data Project: Statewide and Locality Descriptive Findings 

This document provides an overview of the statewide and locality descriptive data contained in 

the Virginia Pretrial Data Project. This descriptive data only summarizes information in the 

dataset. This descriptive data does not explain why any differences may exist between variables 

or groups of defendants within the dataset.  

Section 1: Statewide and Locality Profiles  

Section 1 provides the population profile, criminal offenses reported, and adult arrests for the 

state and each locality in the calendar year of study, as well as an overview of the data contained 

within the Virginia Pretrial Data Project dataset.    

Section 2: Defendants in the Cohort at Statewide and Locality Levels 

Section 2 provides an overview of court appearance and new arrest outcomes, defendant 

demographics, classification of contact event charges, defendant in-state criminal history 

records, assigned Public Safety Assessment (PSA) scores, bond amount and release information, 

number of days between pre-trial release and failure to appear or new in-state jailable offense, 

and final case disposition for each defendant whose first contact event included a new criminal 

offense and whose criminal record and bond information were available at statewide and locality 

levels.   

The defendants are classified into the following categories based on their ultimate pretrial release 

mechanism or detention status during the pretrial period:  

• released on summons 

• released on personal recognizance (PR) or unsecured bond only  

• released on PR or unsecured bond with pretrial services agency (PSA) supervision  

• released on secured bond only  

• released on secured bond with pretrial services agency (PSA) supervision  



• held with secured bond for entire pre-trial period  

• held without bond for entire pretrial period (i.e., denied bail)  

Please refer to Appendix A: Virginia Pretrial Data Project: Abbreviated Data Codebook for 

detailed information on each variable included in Sections 1 and 2. There are some slight 

variations in the terminology for certain variables between the main body of the report and 

Appendix B. These variations are denoted within the Data Codebook. 

Localities  

There are 133 counties and independent cities in the state of Virginia by Census definition. 

However, the state court data reporting system for some localities is sometimes operated under 

one FIPS code for the cases originated from neighboring jurisdictions (with different FIPS 

codes).  They are:  

• Alleghany County and Covington City are under FIPS code 005 

• James City County and Williamsburg City are under FIPS code 830 

• Prince William County, Manassas City, and Manassas Park City are under FIPS code 153  

• Rockbridge County and Lexington City are under FIPS code 163   

• Wise County and Norton City are under FIPS code 195  

• York County and Poquoson City are under FIPS code 199  

 

For the above localities whose cases are recorded under one unified FIPS code, both locality 

profile and defendant information are combined, and therefore their locality tables are the same.  

Comparison across Localities  

Each of localities and independent cities in Virginia has its own unique features and 

characteristics and is different with many different aspects.  Ultimately, examination of the data 

revealed that localities varied across numerous measures within the dataset.  Localities differ on 

many factors, such as natural environment, population size and density, demographics, economic 



conditions and employment availability etc.  Localities also vary in terms of judicial officers, 

court practices, total number of sworn law enforcement officers, pretrial services agencies, bail 

bondsmen, other practitioners, and available services (e.g., mental health and substance use 

treatment).  The overall statistics presented by the tables does not control and fully reflect the 

complex interrelations between these factors.  Therefore, comparison across localities solely 

based on the data presented in this report is strongly discouraged.
